Materials

® Make rhyming fun by leaving out a rhyming word as
you sing.

® Invite your child to say the rhyming words you leave out at
the end of a phrase or sentence.

Example:

I'm a little teapot
Grade Levels short and stout.
Here is my handle.

+Kindergarten
Here is my (spout).

Parent leaves out “spout,” so child can fill in.
